While the use of PowerPoint in scientific presentation is endemic, the use of PowerPoint does not automatically mean that a presentation will be a good presentation.  For example, recycling a presentation given to your lab will probably lead to the use of terms and references that other Computer Scientists will not be familiar with.

Effective use of PowerPoint is closely linked to creating a clear plan for your presentation. If you plan your presentation completely, and then create your slides with a few figures, your presentation will probably go well and be received positively.  

Therefore, when you are planning your presentation, ask yourself at each step of the way “How can I use PowerPoint most effectively in this part of the presentation?” PowerPoint is a presentation tool that should support and enhance your presentation. 

By preparing this information you will be able to quickly transform your presentation from a sketch into a polished PowerPoint presentation.
